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Give thanks to God also for the permanent
staff at both Melbourne & Kununurra as well
as the 50 or more volunteers who have
visited KNX during the year and given of
their time & talents in service to the Lord.

Praise God too for a number of people
who have applied to join the Mission and fill
various positions that have become vacant
as some of our long term missionaries
conclude their time of service with us.

At Kununurra we thank God for many
tasks that have been accomplished
during the year. Some of these include
the maintenance of existing buildings,
upgrading of staff housing and the
accommodation block. A new phone
system has been installed and a street
lighting system, is nearing completion.

The transmitter building is as good as
completed, with only a few minor tasks
yet to be done. Also many of the footings
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for the remaining towers have been dug &
poured. A new program delivery system
between the Melbourne Studios & KNX was
installed and is presently being tested.

Praise God with us also that our existing
broadcast facility continues operating
15 hours daily, broadcasting the Gospel
in 21 languages plus English. Recently
the technical team have been busy
with considerable maintenance to both
transmitters, however there has been very
little time that we have been off the air.

Thank God too for His provision of funding
enabling us to continue broadcasting and
the ongoing development of the project.
