WE BROADCAST TO THE REGION.
Fujian: Spoken by over 26 million in Taiwan 
and adjacent mainland Chinese States. The 
major religions are Chinese and Buddhism. 
Christian population is only 6%.
Broadcasts in Fujian: 5 hours weekly.
Japanese: Spoken by over 128 million. 80% 
claim no personal religion, but many follow 
ancestor venerating Buddhism/Shintoism. 
Our broadcasts are produced by Kazuo Ozaki 
in USA and the Rev. Mineno of the Yodobashi 
Church in Tokyo.
Broadcasts in Japanese: 1hour weekly.
Mandarin: Spoken in China by about 1.3 
billion. The major people group is Han Chinese 
92%. Other ethnic minorities, 8%. The major 
religions are, Chinese/Buddhist 37%, non-
religious, 50%. Christian 7.5%, other 5.5%. 
In spite of opposition, the Christian Church

four languages; English, Fujian, Japanese 
and Mandarin, to the East Asian Region.
While broadcasts to China and Japan 
are our major aim, the East Asia Region 
also includes other countries such as Laos, 
Myanmar (Burma), Taiwan, Thailand, 
and Vietnam.
